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AN ACT TO AMEND SECTION 1‑31‑20, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO THE MEETINGS OF THE MINORITY AFFAIRS COMMISSION, SO AS TO PROVIDE THAT THE COMMISSION MUST MEET QUARTERLY AND AS THE CHAIRMAN FINDS NECESSARY INSTEAD OF MEETING AT LEAST MONTHLY.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

Section 1‑31‑20 of the 1976 Code, as added by Part II, Section 110 of Act 164 of 1993, is amended to read:


“Section 1‑31‑20.
The commission must meet quarterly and at other times as the chairman determines necessary to study the causes and effects of the socio‑economic deprivation of minorities in the State and to implement programs necessary to address inequities confronting minorities in the State.”
