TO REQUEST THE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION TO NAME A PORTION OF SOUTH CAROLINA HIGHWAY 17A IN BERKELEY COUNTY AS THE “SAMUEL D. COOPER MEMORIAL HIGHWAY” IN MEMORY OF SAMUEL D. COOPER, A DISTINGUISHED CITIZEN OF BERKELEY COUNTY.

Whereas, the late Samuel D. Cooper was a much beloved and respected leader in Berkeley County; and

Whereas, Samuel D. Cooper distinguished himself many years ago as an unselfish individual and will long be remembered for his numerous contributions to Berkeley County and to the State of South Carolina; and

Whereas, through his generosity, Mr. Cooper gave the Department of Transportation permission to use much of his property for the construction of South Carolina Highway 17A in Berkeley County.  Now, therefore,
